The amount of cars dropping off and collecting 

continues to grow and we must all be aware of the dangers. 

The Police have told us that they 

will be sending the Camera Van to sit and take the number plates of any cars parking  

illegally or dangerously.  A fine of £40 will be issued to any driver caught breaking the 

rules.  We really don’t want anyone to be fined-so please take heed of this warning. 

We would really appreciate your co-operation in this matter.
