Multimedia Stories —In this unit we will be using 

technology to create, organise and store digital 

content through writing and creating stories and 

bringing them to life using sound and animation.  

We will also consider uses of ICT beyond school. 

P.E. 
PE takes place throughout the week; please ensure 

your child has named PE kits in school on the  

correct days (Monday—outdoor, Wednesday—

indoor).  

This half term we will be focussing on volleyball  

and we will be working on the throwing and catching 

skills needed to play the game.

MUSIC 
We will listen to a range of music and com-

ment on the style of music.

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Literacy 
 

We will be reading a variety of traditional ta-

les.  We will retell stories through role play 

and in writing, considering story language, eg 

once upon a time and repetitive phrases.  We 

will continue to punctuate sentences with capi-

tal letters and full stops and begin to join sen-

tences using and.   Children will plan to write 

their own stories and will read aloud their 

writing to their peers.  Children are supported 

to check that their reading and writing makes 

sense. 

Maths 
 

We will count, order and write numbers to 100.  

We will develop our skills in subtraction; we will 

read, write and interpret number sentences involv-

ing—and = signs and work out answers within 20.   

We will also solve problems involving subtraction. 

We will be counting in multiples of 2. 

We will be naming and describing 3D shapes.

Spelling,

During this we will make comparisons between 

the seasons and  look for patterns.
