
Literacy 
 

This half term we will be reading The Tiger 

who came to Tea.   

We will talk about the characters and 

events in the story and we will  write    

character descriptions using adjectives.  

We will retell and act out the story using 

Talk 4 Writing and we will create our own 

version of the story.  

Throughout our writing will continue to   

concentrate on using finger spaces and    

punctuation as well as sounding out our 

words. 

Maths 
Number skills and Place value - We will        

continue to count, order and write numbers to 

20 and then beyond.  We will work on place    

value, looking at what each digit represents.  We 

will be working out one more and one less to 20 

and we will begin to count in 10s. 

Addition - We will begin addition, using the    

vocabulary add, plus, more than, count on and we 

will use our addition skills to solve simple number 

problems. 

Shape - We will name and describe 2D shapes.
